
 

 Trowbridge Music Cluster 
Summary of Activity in Academic Year 2022-23 
 

The Trowbridge Music Cluster is made up of 23 schools.   
The Music Cluster Coordinator is Julia Falaki who is supported by Collaborative Schools Limited. 

 
 

 

Trowbridge Music Cluster in numbers: 
• 21 of the schools engaged regularly in the music cluster. 

• 5 of the schools received a Music Challenge and Support Visit from the Cluster Coordinator. 

• Staff from 17 of the schools attended Music Cluster Meetings. 

• Pupils from 15 schools participated in the Trowbridge Cluster Music Projects. 

• Staff from 15 of the schools attended CPD provided by Wiltshire Music Connect. 

• 20 of the schools had Wiltshire Music Connect Associates providing instrumental and vocal tuition. 

• 13 schools accessed a reduced price Charanga License through Wiltshire Music Connect.  

• 3 schools received a grant through Wiltshire Music Connect’s School Music Development Fund 

• 1 school received a free Singing Leader visit. 

• 3 schools benefitted from free / reduced price performances so that their pupils could see and hear 
high quality live music.  

• 1 school received subsidised STEAM workshops from Conductive Music. 
 

 

Wiltshire Music Connect invested a total of £26,451 in Trowbridge Music Cluster 

during 2022-23. This included: 
• £5,225 for cluster co-ordination, project activity and CPD for cluster members.  

• £3,603 on subsidising First Access provision costs in the cluster schools. 

• £16,299 for instrumental and vocal tuition subsidy for disadvantaged and vulnerable learners in the 
cluster schools. 

• £1,324 in grants for school music development. 
 

 

Trowbridge Music Cluster Project: 
10 schools took part in the cluster project in which Louise Jordan led collaborative song-writing workshops. 
The first school she visited chose the theme and then subsequent schools contributed their ideas towards a 
final song.  Following the workshops, Louise provided a resource pack including a recording with sheet music 
and information for teachers about the music used in the workshops.
